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Abstract

Mahmoud Dolat Abadi born in the summer of 1319 in Dolat Abad Sabzevar has
been able to stabilize a special position among the story literature writers during the late
50 years by creating short and long stories, novels and plays. His first experience in
writing started with a short story named "Mard"(The man) and his last significant work
is the "fall of colonel”.Published in Germany. Dolat Abadi is a novel writer and he is
not so much famous for short stories. His memory lives on in our literature be cause of
his two novels "kalidar, jaye khaliye salouch.”He has been able to organize the local and
climatic literature and become the brilliant person in the local literature. His "karnameye
sepanj" includes four teen short and long stories and an itinerary.In this paper, firstly we
will en counter an introduction on story literature in Iran from the constitutional
Revolution up to now and then the writer has criticized and evaluated fourteen short and
long stories. The main purpose of this paper is the investigating of different kinds of
conflicts in the above stories: The writer considers the four main conflicts: physical,
mental, emotional and moral. It is expected that the reader achieve the followings: -
getting familiar with the thoughts of Dolat Abadi and his position in modern literature
in Iran.— investigating the writers and weak points from the others point of view.
Analysing the four conflicts in short and long stories in his fourteen- story (14 story)
collection and exact splitting of then from the literal, social and psychological point of
view.
